Agent since he had borrowed the publication from an un1dent11
fied friend. An examination of the publication reflected f*
it to be Vol. 3, #4, Released October 15, 1958, edited and i
published by GRAY BARKER, Box 2228, Clarksburg, West Virginigif"
The publication con51sted of approwimately 30 pages, containgd
several book reviews and advertisements for books pertainingg
to UFO. Page 20 of the publication contained an editorial

by BARKER consisting in part of a letter which BARKER stted §g
he had received from a researcher in the western part of thek'
U. S. This letter stated in part as follows:

"Dear Mr. Barker

"You have often wondered where the 3 men came
from that silenced Bender. I can give you the
answer because 3 men tried to silencé'George Adamski.
Adamskl tells me that the 3 men were from the FBI,
Alr Force Intelligence; '‘and the Central Intelligence
Agency. It was the man from the CIA who made the
threats that were designed to shut Adamski up."
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
