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3. Local flight schedules of commercial, private and m111tary a1rcra!t flying in vicinity at the 
time. (Check Canadian activity 1f close to that border.) 

4. Possible releases of testing devices 1n vicinity sent aloft by Ordnance, Navy, Air Force, 
Army, Weather Units, Research Organizatlons or any other. 

5. If object contacted earth, obtain soil samples within and without depression or spot where 
object landed (and then presumably departed) for purpose of making comparison of solls. 

6. I! object came suffic iently near other aircraft or known objects check surfaces with Gelger 
counters for possible radioactivity. Make comparisons with other unaffected alrcr att objects, etc.
