Got up about half way first time, vheels started
skidding, roar still going on, had to back down and try twice
again befove made the hill, Hill sbout sixty feet long, fairly
stoep and with loose gravel and yock, Whils begimning third
time, nodse and flame not noted.

After got to top, traveled slowly ou the agrawl
road westwardly. Noted nothing for awhile, for possibly
ten or fifteoen seconds, went plow, looking mround for the
dynamite shack--did not recsll exactly where the dynmmite
shock was.
