Headquarters of the ~ted Fl~ng Saucer Clubs or America,
Inc. 1s located at 20o4 North Hoover Street, Los Angeles,
Galif"ornia. The article on pages 2 and 3, were allegedly
written by Master KALEN-h JIBTAN, Head of the pld KORENDOR,
wh1ch was received on 5/4/66 by special directional short-wave 
radio by BOD RENAUD. 

The indices of :the Los .Angeles Div1~1on contain no 
1n:f'ornat1on identifiable w'ith RENAUD, &nd no investigation has 
ever been conducted on captioned organization. 

No rurther action is contemplated 1n this matter 
by the Los Angeles Ot'fice, UACB.
